This year, Good Friday falls on April 7. Catholics are
urged to be generous to Good Friday collection to
benefit the Holy Land. The Vatican has overseen the
annual Holy Land — “Pro Terra Sancta” — collection
since 1974, when St. Paul VI established Good Friday
as the day for it to be taken up by parishes and bishops
around the world.

The collection is traditionally split, with 65% going to
the Franciscan Custody of the Holy Land, which has
maintained the Holy Places of Christianity in the
region for more than 800 years. The remaining 35% is
given to the Dicastery for the Eastern Churches to
support seminarians and priests as well as educational
and cultural activities. Last year the collection brought
in over $9 million.

What is Holy Week ?;

Holy Week is the week preceding Easter; starting
on Palm Sunday. It is a time in which we gather to

remember and participate in the Passion, Death &
Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

¢ Palm Sunday recalls Jesus’ arrival in
Jerusalem.

¢ The Easter Triduum marks the three days just
before Easter, starting on Holy Thursday.

¢ Holy Thursday commemorates the Last
Supper, when Jesus consecrated bread and wine
the night before he was betrayed and arrested.

¢ Good Friday marks the day of Jesus’ arrest,
trial and crucifixion. The events of Good Friday
are commemorated in the Stations of the Cross.
It is also a day of fast and abstinence.

¢ Holy Saturday remembers the day which Jesus
spent in the grave resting. It is a day of quiet
and prayerful reflection of Jesus’ redemptive
sacrifice.
